Although most of their clients are
homeless veterans, they also work with
men coming from prison or the court
system. All of the men are 18 years or
older and of all ethnic backgrounds.

House is to re-structure the lives of those
with drug and alcohol addictions. To
ensure that they lead sober, productive,
independent lives; that they successfully
complete rehabilitation and develop a
solid foundation to build their future
upon.

The program believes in the client’s
inner strength and ability to change.

The $35 processing fee per
loan will be automatically deducted from
your Regular Savings Account. Interest
will continue to accumulate on your loan
during the month you skip your payment.
Payments made through Payroll Deduction
or Direct Deposit will be deposited into
your Share Savings Account for the month
you are skipping your payment. Certain
restrictions may apply.

Mortgages, leases, business loans and
credit cards are excluded.
